We must all stand 

together to reject hate in all its forms and to support our neighbors, friends, and colleagues from all 

walks of life. 

We call on every resident to uphold the principles of respect, kindness, and understanding that define us 

as a community. Let us continue to work together to ensure that Antigonish remains a place where 

diversity is celebrated and where everyone feels valued and at home.
